figures in the procession and to understand the 
importance of their placement, she realized that 
the procession is a great benefit to the entire 
planet. A tremendous solar empowerment is 
received on earth by very high Angelic Beings 
called Tuma, of the rank of Angel Kings, Who 
receive, disperse and then relay it to the lofty 
Iophel, of the rank of Angel Princes.
