The 
more we act on the suggestions the 
Christ Spirit reveals to us within, 
the more will the Christ Dispensa­
tion be expressed in our times and 
before our eyes.

earth. Homes wiJl be happier, hearts 
more peaceful, and lives more up­
lifted because of such giving. 

Divine Experiment 
In one of the artistic little pam­

phlets of the Sunshine Press* is a 
true story of a businessman who 
decided that for just one day he 
would concenrrate on blessing the 
good he encountered, wherever he 
found it. That morning the kind­
liness and helpfulness of the street­
car conductor drew praise from the 
watchful businessman. He wrote 
to the street car company teUing 
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them of their employee's courcesy. 
The company acknowledged his let­
ter with real gratitude. 

A salesman called on the "prac­
ticer" of blessings. He was not 
given an order, but was cheered 
and enlightenod by kindly advice. 
In <l restaurant at noon the busi­
nessman noticed [hat the music of 
a fou r-girl -ensemblewas treated very 
casually by the diners. The "prac­
ticer" felt that the girls deserved 
recognition, therefore he asked his 
luncheon guest to help him give a 
hearty applause. The musicians 
were so happy to receive attention 
that their music reflected their in­
creased joyousness. Soon everyone 
was applauding them. When this 
kindly, inspired benefactor was 
leav ing, one of the four girls came 
up to thank him for changing their 
luck. All that afternoon and even­
ing employees, strangers, and later 
his wife and friends benefited by 
the chain of good deeds this one 
man inaugurated. How happy the 
man must have been ro contribute 
in such a simple way to the good 
of others! 

Many of liS act as though we 
feel our physical, menral, and spir­
itual resources are bankrupt. That 
is because we depend upon our­
selves rather than upon the creative 
Spirit of Christ. Until we are free 
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of the rulership of our human 
selves we can not enjoy the ener­
getic, sustained, and directed life 
of the Kingdom. When we have 
given over all attention and aspira­
tions to the Christ Spirit, we are 
dead to selfish concerns. 

Growth Measured 
Qu ite often we have had 

glimpses of new unfoldments; and 
we h:lVe believed ourselves to be 
spiritual. Beca~se we knew a little 
of the Law, because our faith was 
enthusiastic, and our reverence 
steadfast, we imagined ourselves to 
be anointed. Tests shook our card­
board fan cies to their foundations 
and we were amazed at how little 
we actually p'ossessed of the real 
spirit of Workmen for Christ. We 
had believed Christ enthroned in 
our hearts but instead self occupied 
that place. Self's interests are per­
w oal, exclusive, and dominant. 
Chrisfs Spirit in us is impersonal, 
universal , and selfless. 

Now that we have another op­
portunity to give ourselves wholly 
to the Universal Christ Spirit, we 
desire t~ have strength and under­
standing sufficient to be changed, 
We are not at-one with the Christ 
Universal until we have surrender­
ed to Him all that we are, have 
been, and trust to be. We cease to 
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strive for ourselves- we want only 
to be conscious of working for Hil,TI, 
affirming, "Thy kingdom come, 
Thy will be done." 

"Jesus taught a new life, not a 
new way to live the self life,"* 
From the time we present our 
Christmas gift to Him, we prac­
tice the rule, "Deny thyself and 
take up thy cross and follow me." 
In reali ty, in the New Life, we be­
come objectively IV orkmen for 
Christ, and subjectively Watchmen 
of the Inner Kingdom. 

His Mantling 
The "yoke" to w.h ich the Christ 

referred as being "easy" was in 
truth His mantling, "My grace is 
sufficient for thee," From the time 
that Love Universal fills us we be­
come Chrisfs--even as we become 
the world's because it is His. Our 
joy, wisdom, and good flow from 
our acknowledging this Grace. 

Paul declared, 'The kingdom of 
heaven is not meat and drink, but 
the 'righteousness, peace and joy 
of the Holy Spirit." Giving Christ 
our holy gifr is 9ut the beginning 
of a new order in our experience. 
True, we shall not be perfected in­
stantaneously, but the hope and 
need we have for Christliness shall 
be ennobled and confirmed. The 
work before liS shall be more joy­
giving than arduous. more adven-
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I turesome than routine. To actually 
know Christmas as it can be. we 
must ourselves become as Shep ­
herds and Wise Men and present 
to the Ever-Living Chris[ ourselves 

and a ll we have. For those who will 
be strong and unseUish enough to 
render the gi ft supreme. verily, 
"He that sitteth on the throne shall 
spread his tabernacle over them. "
